HYDROPONICS PROGRAM 

Hydroponics are now being 
utilized to help educate the in-
mate population and save some 
of the food costs at the Charlotte 
County Jail.  

According to Jail supervisor 
Major Tom Rodgers, òWe will be 
using a vertical style of hydropon-
ics which better utilizes space than 
traditional growing. We pur-
chased a total of 1960 pots which 
have four spaces in each to grow 
a plant. Our initial goals are to 
replace the salad and at times the 
vegetable on the inmate trays as 
frequently as possible. 

òA few of the items we will be 
growing are: tomatoes, cucum-
bers, lettuce, bell-peppers, kale, 
yellow squash, zucchini, parsley, 
basil, and oregano.  Of course as 
time progresses, we will alter our 
items to maximize our abilities of 
reducing costs for food. 
òInmate workers will maintain 

the overall pro-
gram overseen 
by one of our 
civilian staff 
members. Funds 
to operate the 
program come from the Inmate 
Welfare Fund.ó  

At a special luncheon held at 
Portofino Restaurant on Aug. 5, 
Sheriff Bill Cameron presented the 
Second Quarter awards to 
agency employees. One of those 
awards was the Meritorious 
Award to Deputy Peter Gennette. 

On May 8, CCSO received a 
call from a health care insurance 
company that they received a let-
ter from a man in Charlotte 
County who was very distraught.

CSU DR. IVAN KISELEV

Captain Jim Kenville is Dr. 
Ivanõs Supervisor. He said, òIõve had 
the privilege of supervising Dr. Ivan 
Kiselev and the Forensic Unit, two 
different times during my career with 
the CCSO. The most recent started in 
Jan. of this year.  During these occa-
sions Iõve seen Ivan strive to improve 
the Forensic Teamõs effectiveness, in 
their efforts to support patrol and 
investigations in their fight against 
crime. 
òIf anyone has spent much time 

with Ivan, you quickly find he has 
many ideas on how to improve the 
Forensics Unit, which is usually tied to 
spending lots of money. All joking 
aside, if you were here when Ivan 
came to us in 1999, you know the 
Forensic Unit/Crime Scene has come 
a long way. I recall a time when our 
forensic lab was compared to a fish 
bowl and a bottle of Super Glue, by 
outsiders. Today we have a Forensics 
Unit we all can be proud of; we have 
top equipment, and personnel that 
are second to none.  
òOn July 25, Ivan Kiselev was 

tasked with developing and identify-
ing latent print off of a paper towel 
left at a crime scene of an alleged 
sexual battery on Edison State cam-
pus.  Ivan worked well past the end 
of his shift, and developed a usable 
latent and identified it to our alleged 
victim, which turned the focus of the 
investigation. And, we were able to 
support that we were dealing with a 
false report. 

òWith the efforts of Dr. Ivan 
Kiselev, we saved the office and the 
tax payer untold dollars for investi-
gative resources and testing ex-
penses. This is one of many examples 
where Ivan and his team have gone 
above and beyond to support Law 
Enforcement.ó 

This weekõs SPOTLIGHT falls on 
our Crime Scene Supervisor Dr. Ivan 
Kiselev. He was nominated by Chuck 
Marklin, CCSO Background Investi-
gator. 

Dr. Ivan was born in Rjazan, Rus-
sia, a city of just over a half-million 
people, located 122 miles southeast 
of Moscow. 

Ivan, 46, graduated from the 
Moscow Medical School in 1986 with 
special training in Pathology and 
Forensics. He was employed as a 
Medical Doctor at a Moscow hospital 
until1991 when he immigrated to the 
U.S.  Dr. Ivan became a U.S. citizen in 
1999; he is married and they have 
three children. He was hired by the 
CCSO Oct. 25, 1999. 

Chuck Marklin, in nominating Dr. 
Ivan said, òI have been involved with 
law enforcement for over 35 
years. Many times the public is under 
the misconception that all law en-
forcement agencies have ôTV CSI ca-
pabilities.õ They expect that within an 
hour some fancy looking instrument in 
a lab that blinks and beeps will give 
a digital read-out of who did the 
crime, when they did it, and how they 
did it. 
òOn the other hand, most people 

involved in law enforcement realize 
CSI  shows are based on premises 
that are stretched to the limits of be-
lievability. Every now and then, real-
ity matches the CSI shows but it is 
usually done by hard work, tenacity 
and professionalism. 

I worked 15 years with Technical 
Services with my previous depart-
ment and have witnessed some re-
markable work in the area of ôpulling 
upõ fingerprints to solve cases. It is 
not done with ôblinks and beepsõ but 
by solid and dedicated work per-
formed by special men and women 
who donõt work in the limelight but 
rather in a supporting role. 
òThe work on the fingerprints in 

the recent case at Edison State Col-
lege was nothing short of spectacu-
lar.
