 TIPS ON SAFEGUARDING 
YOUR HOME 

There are several inexpensive 
yet effective ways to deter a thief 
from targeting your home. 
LOCKS: Insure all of 
your windows and 
doors are secure. 
(1) Even when you 
are home, an op-
portunist will victim-
ize you. (2) Lock up 
when you are home as well as prior 
to leaving. Even a short trip away 
provides ample time for a thief to 
enter you home. (3) Always close 
your garage bay door when not in 
use. 
LIGHTING: A thief will always target 
a home where confrontation with the 
owner is least likely. (1) Turn on your 
entryway lights at night or install mo-
tion sensors so they will automatically 
come on should someone approach 
your door. (2) When away over 
night, use a timer on lamps within 
your living space to give the appear-
ance that your home is occupied.
