the students, faculty, and administrators of the schools. Along with Sgt. Odaennit
consists of two (2) Corporals, 17 SROs, and one (1) Juvenile Secretary.

Dr. Ivan Kiselevigkcts the severmember Crime Scene Unit, which is responsible for
crime scene processing, laboratory processing, AFIS submissions, and direct
comparisons. With a higer-submission ratio of 4.9%he Crime Scene Unit was able

to make 47 positive ideniitations via AFIS, with another 88 positive identifications
made during laboratory processing. The addition of the following crime scene
technigues and tests has greatly enhanced crime scene processing:

e Serological techniques, which includes presumptive blood testing,

The Crime Analysis Unit is responsible for identifying crime patterns, trends, and
problematic areas of change of criminal activity by analyzing crime data collected from
offense reports, field intervies,and information obtained from units within the agency

and from surrounding jurisdictions. Crime Analysts Cesar L. Lozada and Mary J. Nieberg
analyze date and disseminate weekly and monthly reports to District Commanders and
Criminal Investigations Dettives in support of their operations. An analysis of criminal
activity and statistics is also presented to the Sheriff, Chief Deputy, and Bureau
Commanders during a monthly CrimeStat meeting, with a written report isolating
problematic areas of changef @riminal activity to aid in developing measureable
interventions and responses.

In 2006, the Crime Analysis Unit visited various agencies throughout the state in order
to revise both the CrimeStat and Intelligence meetings, respectively. The resuéawer
complete revision of the CrimeStat formathere criminal incidents and response
indicatorswere broken down by District.

The Section opened and investigated 735 cases, which generated 259
arrests and seven (7) wants requestedwith another 452 tip investigations opened from
information stemming fromvarious types of news reports. 2006 also saw the Section
discovering, investigating, closing down, and arresting the occupants of three (3) major
marijuanadgrowg houses in the Port Charlotte area.

Lieutenant D. Wayne Nieberg, Field Operations Commansigpervies sworn personnel
assigned to thd-ield Operations Section. TBecton consists of th&€anine Unit and the Traffic

Marine Patrol Unit

Headed by Corporal Brent Hertenlehner, the Marine Patrol Unit idicdéed to
providing safe waterways for the citizens and visitors of Charlotte County. The Unit
patrols 184 square miles of waterways, which include lakes, rivers, canals, the inter
coastal waterway, 12 miles into the Gulf of Mexico, and the second lahgebor in
Florida. In Charlotte County, the Marine Patrol Unit is the primary backup for the
United States Coast Guard in response to calls for watercrafts in distress, drug
interdiction, and assisting in Homeland Security operations.
